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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to determine the differences in the effectiveness of Imago
Therapy and Emotion-Focused Therapy (EFT) on psychological flexibility and
cognitive empowerment in women affected by marital infidelity. The research
population included all women affected by extramarital relationships in Isfahan
(including the Nik Ovin Psychological Clinic and the Hazrat Abolfazl Charity
Institute) in the spring of 2024. A group of women affected by extramarital
relationships were randomly assigned into three groups (two experimental groups
and one control group) of 15 participants each. They were assessed using the
Cognitive Flexibility Inventory (CFI) by Dennis and Vander Wal (2010) and the
Psychological Empowerment (PE) scale by Spreitzer and Mishra (1996). Data
were analyzed using mixed ANOVA with SPSS version 23. The results showed
that both Imago Therapy and Emotion-Focused Therapy significantly increased
psychological flexibility and cognitive empowerment, and there was no
significant difference in effectiveness between these two therapeutic approaches
(P < 0.05). The findings also indicated that the therapeutic effects were stable
over time. Therefore, it can be concluded that Imago Therapy and Emotion-
Focused Therapy can be effective approaches for improving the well-being of
women affected by infidelity and play an important role in enhancing their
quality of life.
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Introduction

Infidelity, defined as engaging in extramarital or cohabiting relationships that may include sex,
oral sex, kissing, touching, or emotional attachments beyond friendship, is a common but
devastating phenomenon (Ebrahim et al., 2024). Estimates suggest that infidelity occurs in 20—
25% of marriages and approximately 75% of premarital relationships (Sharot & Weigel, 2020).
Despite its high prevalence, infidelity remains one of the most damaging relationship events.
Women who are affected by these relationships often experience decreased self-esteem and
confidence, anxiety, depression, and impaired psychological resilience and cognitive abilities.
Psychological resilience involves a person’s ability to adapt to difficult situations, manage
emotions, and find alternative solutions to problems. Cognitive competence also refers to the set
of cognitive skills such as working memory, attention, decision-making, problem-solving, and
self-awareness that play a vital role in managing daily life.

Among psychotherapy approaches, two prominent interventions, Emotion-Focused Therapy
(EFT) and Imago Therapy, have shown their effectiveness in dealing with marital trauma. EFT,
which is rooted in attachment theory, focuses on emotional awareness, emotion regulation, and
the formation of secure attachments. In contrast, Imago Therapy combines insight and
communication skills to enhance empathy, resolve conflict, and heal childhood wounds.
Empirical studies have shown that both methods can improve intimacy, marital satisfaction, and
resilience after infidelity (Javid Khalili & Afkar, 2017). Given the complex nature of infidelity
and its catastrophic effects on couples' relationships, this study seeks to answer the question of
whether there is a difference between the effectiveness of emotion-focused therapy and imago
therapy on cognitive flexibility and empowerment in women affected by extramarital affairs.

METHODOLOGY

This study was conducted with a quasi-experimental design and a pre-test-post-test model with

a control group and a two-month follow-up. The statistical population included women affected

by infidelity who referred to private clinics in Isfahan in the spring of 2024. A total of 45

women aged 25 to 45 who met the inclusion criteria (at least two years of cohabitation, no

intention of divorce, at least a high school diploma) were selected through convenience
sampling and randomly assigned to three groups: two experimental groups (EFT and imago
therapy, 15 people each) and a control group (15 people).

Research tools included:

1) Dennis and Vander Wal's 20-question cognitive flexibility questionnaire (2010), which was
standardized by Aristotle et al. (1402) based on an Iranian sample. This questionnaire has
three components: a) the tendency to perceive difficult situations as controllable, b) the
ability to perceive several alternative explanations for life events and human behavior, and c)
the ability to generate several alternative solutions to difficult situations. The Cronbach's
alpha of the questionnaire in this study was 0.84.

2) The 15-item Psychological Empowerment Questionnaire of Spreitzer and Mishra (1996) with
the dimensions of competence, autonomy, effectiveness, meaningfulness, and trust. The
Cronbach's alpha of the questionnaire in this study was 0.89.

The interventions included two standard treatment protocols:

1) Emotion-focused therapy in 10 group sessions designed by Johnson (2012) (translated by
Sudani et al., 2012). The content of the sessions included establishing emotional connection,
recognizing the cycle of negative interaction, deepening basic emotions, and rebuilding
couple interactions.

2) Imagotherapy in 10 group sessions designed by Hendrix (2006) (translated by Amini Khoei
et al., 2014). The content of this treatment focused on increasing self-awareness, identifying
the needs of the child and spouse, strengthening the couple's intimacy, and learning new
behaviors. The experimental groups received communicative imagery and emotion-based
therapy sessions, and the control group received no treatment. Then, the extent of changes in
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psychological flexibility and cognitive ability in all three groups was assessed. Data analysis
was performed using SPSS software at two levels of descriptive statistics (mean and standard
deviation) and inferential statistics (analysis of variance with repeated measures) to examine
changes in the three stages of pre-test, post-test, and follow-up.

RESULT

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The results of Table 1 show that the average total score of psychological flexibility and
cognitive ability and their dimensions increased in both experimental groups.

The results of the repeated measures analysis of variance test in Table 2 show that there is a
significant difference between the three groups of emotion-focused therapy, imagotherapy, and
control in psychological flexibility and its subscales in terms of test, group membership, and the
interaction effect of test and group membership (P<0.05). There is also a significant difference
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between the three groups of emotion-focused therapy, imagotherapy, and control in the total
score and dimensions of cognitive ability in terms of test, group membership, and the interaction
effect of test and group membership (P<0.05).

DISCUSSION

The findings showed that both EFT and imago therapy significantly improved cognitive
flexibility compared to the control group (p < 0.05). However, no significant difference was
observed between EFT and imago therapy in improving flexibility or its subscales (perceived
controllability, alternative justifications, and diverse solutions). Also, the treatment effects were
sustained at the two-month follow-up. Similarly, both interventions significantly increased
cognitive empowerment and its components (competence, autonomy, effectiveness,
meaningfulness, and trust) compared to the control group (p < 0.05). The improvements were
sustained over time and no significant differences were observed between the two approaches.

Based on the findings, both EFT and imago therapy effectively promoted cognitive
flexibility and cognitive empowerment in women affected by marital infidelity. These results
are consistent with previous research that has shown that EFT helps regulate emotions, build
secure attachments, and increase resilience in relationships. For example, Greenberg and
Watson (2006) have shown that EFT can reduce stress and depressive symptoms and enhance
self-regulation. Similarly, Johnson (2004) has emphasized that EFT, by creating secure
emotional bonds, provides the basis for adaptive responses to relationship crises. On the other
hand, the positive effect of imago therapy has also been confirmed. By strengthening empathy,
rebuilding relationships, and addressing childhood experiences, this approach has been able to
improve marital satisfaction and problem-solving skills. Such factors are closely related to
cognitive flexibility. Teaching couples to recognize conflict as an opportunity for growth leads
to a reduction in negative thought patterns and an increase in cognitive capacity to face
challenges. Recent studies have also shown that imago therapy can enhance the quality of
communication, empathy, and shared decision-making (e.g., Jalili et al., 2022).

Overall, the similarity in effectiveness of these two methods can be attributed to their shared
emphasis on creating emotional safety, increasing self-awareness, and encouraging the
acceptance of different perspectives. These elements are directly related to cognitive flexibility
and decision-making competence.

CONCLUSIONS

This study showed that both emotion-focused therapy and image therapy approaches are
effective in improving cognitive flexibility and cognitive empowerment in women affected by
infidelity, and their effects are stable over time. The lack of significant differences between the
two approaches indicates that both can be used as valid and efficient options in psychotherapy
interventions for affected women in the cultural context of Iran. Despite these positive results,
the current study has limitations, for example, focusing solely on women limits the
generalizability of the results to men or other groups of couples. To address this limitation, it is
suggested that future research be conducted with the participation of men and using mixed
quantitative-qualitative methods such as clinical interviews. Also, integrating these approaches
into educational programs and community-based counseling services can help expand their
benefits, reduce stigma, and increase acceptance of psychotherapy.
